2 cups Water

1 teaspoon Granulated chicken bouillon

2 cups yellowfleshed or red potatoes,
Peeled and diced to 12 cubes

2 cups frozen mixed vegetables

1/4 cup chopped onion

1 can (15 oryeam style corn

8 ounces Velveeta Cheese

1/2 cup milk

In a 2to 30 quart saucepan, bring water to a boil.
Dissolve bouillon in boiling water. Stir in pota-
toes, mixed vegetables and onion. Cover and sim-
mer on mediuatow heat 15 minutes or until
Potatoes are tender. Add corn, cheese and
milk. Heat & minutes, stirring cen
stantly until cheese is melted.
